Singapore’s population grew about 2.5 times over the past 40
years but our waste disposed has increased more than six-fold
during the same period from 1,200 tonnes per day in 1970 to

8,289 tonnes per day in 2013.

At our current rate of waste growth, Semakau Landfill will run
out of space by 2035. A new waste-to-energy incineration plant
will be needed every 7 to 10 years and a new offshore landfill
will be needed every 30 to 35 years. This is unsustainable in land
scarce Singapore.
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
